Even though you do not otherwise 
need to be registered or licensed 
with Engineers and Geoscientists 
BC, do you want or need to use the 
title “software engineer” or a 
similar title that implies that you 
are a software engineer?

You need to be registered or 
licensed with Engineers and 
Geoscientists BC.

You do not need to be registered or 
licensed with Engineers and 
Geoscientists BC. However, you 
cannot use the title “software 
engineer” or any similar title that 
implies that you are a software 
engineer (like “firmware engineer”, 
“mobile app engineer”, etc).

Some examples of acceptable 
alternative titles may include 
“software developer”, “software 
designer” or “software architect”.
